Emergency Procedures

Guidance for Coaches and Volunteers dealing with an incident

Please note that Hospitals will only treat children under the age of 14 if a parent or a guardian or if a “Consent to Treatment form” is produced.

It is therefore essential that:

· You retain a copy of the membership list giving contact phone details for those children attending training or a match as the case may be.

· You have or have access to a telephone and are aware of the nearest Accident and Emergency Hospital.

· If hospital treatment is required and the parent is not present:

(a)  
a member of the coaching team or a volunteer must accompany the child to hospital with the parental consent form

(b)  
the parents must be notified immediately and advised of where their child has been taken to

(c)
an accident report form should be completed and lodged with the Club

· All team coaches and/or volunteers must carry a First Aid Kit including clean water and an ice pack, for minor injuries, to any venue.

· You must remain calm but act swiftly.

· You ensure that there is no danger of further injuries.

· You listen to what the injured child is saying.

· You give priority to dealing with life threatening situations.

· The First Aider takes appropriate action to deal with any minor injuries yet in the event of an emergency call the emergency services straight away.

· The rest of the group are adequately supervised.

· Anyone with significant injuries is not moved without the emergency services being present, the patient must though not be left alone.

· Drink and food should be avoided in any case where hospital treatment may be required.

· Where a child has been rendered unconscious even for a moment that they are checked by a doctor.

· The appropriate incident/accident report form for the venue should be completed and lodged at that venue.

· Liability ought not to be admitted for insurance purposes.
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
